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Minutes of the Annual General 

Meeting, Wednesday

1. Minutes of the Annual General Meeting May 21st 2008 were approved.

2. There was nothing arising from the Minutes

3. Sally Ruane presented the Annual Report on behalf of the Steering Group, noting that 

“the Home Office would deal with the backlog of cases speedily” should be added to the last sentence.  Sally was thanked for preparing the Report.

In the discussion on the Report it was noted that the preparation of the Booklet on Scriptures and Traditions of the Faiths which show the importance of care for Asylum Seekers and Refugees was a unique and special “religious” contribution that the Faiths Support Group had been able to make.
4. Financial Statement  Albert Mosley presented the Financial Statement, adding that the 

fourth item under Expenditure, “Refugee Action £50” should read “Red Cross £50”.

He was still looking into this expenditure – it looked as though he had authorised the payment to Red Cross for Refugee Week twice.

The meeting agreed that if this was what had happened, the Red Cross would be allowed to keep both £50’s.  Albert was thanked for his work as Treasurer.
5. Membership of the Steering Group  As there were so few members at the meeting it was 

decided to postpone this item to the next ordinary meeting of the Group.
